All that is 
required is a computer and an internet connection. 
 
Young women in high school in Iowa who excel in the Girls Go CyberStart game will have the 
opportunity to win computers and other prizes as well as a trip, with a parent, to the 2018 Women in 
CyberSecurity Conference. 
 
Registration begins on January 29th and ends on February 16, 2018. The first 10,000 young women 
who have registered may play the game online from February 20th through 25th.
