GENERAL INFORMATION: 
 

➢ Students and Parents, this is a reminder that starting 2nd semester 1/20/21 students will be committed 
to the education model they choose for 9 weeks (On-Site or Remote).  If a student/family has chosen to 
be remote then they are committing to that model for the 3rd quarter.  Starting with the 3rd quarter we 
will no longer be switching back and forth between models every two weeks.  Any student who needs to 
be quarantined will continue to work with their teachers in order to gain information necessary to 
complete their coursework.  Thank you all for your attention to this and please make the best decision 
for your student and family needs with this in mind.  

 
➢ Reminder, if your student will be absent for more than 2 days due to a vacation or being out of town, 

they must grab a Student Absentee Form (available outside the main office) and have their teachers 
sign off prior to being gone. 

 
➢ MASKS: Students, we are seeing a large volume of you that are continually forgetting your masks and 

asking for a paper mask when you arrive at school. Masks have been a requirement since the first day 
of school so this isn’t something new that we just sprung on you. Some ideas on where you can keep 
your mask….. in your computer case; near your phone and keys; in your car; in your backpack and 
always have a spare!
