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GUIDANCE NEWS:
DMACC is hosting an Accumold Scholars meeting on February 215 from 6:00pm-8:00pm.

This meeting will highlight an excellent opportunity for graduating seniors to receive a scholarship to DMACC,
on the job training and a good paying job/career waiting for them when they are finished with their degree.
