10 points per year to letter and can letter every year!
1st Semester Points Form (fall play & ThesFest)
2nd Semester Points Form (MidWinters & musical)

In addition to yearly lettering, the first time you letter, you can qualify to be enrolled in the International Thespian
Society! Thespian status allows you to participate in Thespy Indvidual Awards at ThesFest and qaulify for potential
scholarships your senior year.  The cost to join the Thespian Society is a one-time fee of $30.  This pays for the enrollment
fee, your Thespian pin and card, and contributes toward the cost of Thespian cords you can wear at graduation.  See Mrs.
