Junior Lifeguard Camp

Wonder what it would be like to work as a lifeguard?  
At this camp we’ll spend time in the water doing relay races, 
treading water, and diving for objects. We’ll practice everyday 
lifeguard skills ranging from an introduction of First Aid and CPR/
AED,  to hands-on water rescue techniques/scenarios.  
And no camp is complete without games! This valuable 
experience builds leadership, self-confidence, and teamwork for 
those interested in a future career as a certified lifeguard.   

Participants must be able to swim 25 yards (1 full lap) without 
stopping and be able to tread water for 1 minute.

Each day, participants should bring: towel, water bottle, change of 
clothes, and goggles (if needed).

Participants will receive a breakaway lanyard, lifeguard whistle and 
name badge. This is a non-certification course for participants.
